Conducting Notes - Funeral of Stanford Mark Larsen
Family Prayer:  John Robert Larsen
Good morning, I am Bishop John C. Cole, of the Nashua First Ward in the Nashua NH Stake of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints.  On behalf of the Larsen family, I welcome each of you and express appreciation to all, family and friends, who have come to pay tribute to Stanford, and to support his family today.
We wish to recognize on the stand President Jay G. Cooprider, who serves as religious leader presiding over the 9 congregations that comprise the Nashua NH Stake of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints, of which Stanford was a part. 

We are also joined on the stand by numerous friends who will be participating in the service this morning.
The organ prelude has been provided by Bishop Gerald E. Smith of the Heritage Park Ward.  Rose Mary Abrams will be conducting the congregational music for this service with Bishop Smith at the organ.  The hymns for this service are selected from among Stanford’s favorites.
We will begin this service by singing Hymn #6, Redeemer of Israel, after which the invocation will be offered by Stanford Kent Acomb, Stanford’s uncle.  Following the invocation, a special musical number, “Oh That I Were An Angel”, will be performed by Stanford’s aunt, Loretta (Lori) Larsen Weintz, accompanied by Bishop Gerald Smith.  We will then be addressed by family friend, and former scoutmaster, Richard L. Gribble.

We invite all others to remain here to join the family for a luncheon which will begin following this service.  The family will return here in about one hour.  A slide show remembering Stanford will be running at that time.
